PROGRAM DETAILS

Youth in grades 4K — 5K can sign up for Hartland Recreation Department’s T-ball League. Program offerings
include practices and games on Mondays/Wednesdays or Tuesdays/Thursdays. Exceptions to those days may
include the team photoshoot, the End of Season Awards and the All Star game. There may be days that teams
are not scheduled for a practice or game.

All players will receive a hat and t-shirt with their last name, number, and their team name on it. Closed toe
shoes and weather appropriate clothes are recommended. Players should bring their own labeled glove and
water bottle to each practice or game. Hartland Rec will provide bats, balls, and helmets for player use. Players
are encouraged to bring their own bat and/or helmet if they prefer not to use the shared equipment.

FEES

The registration fee is $80 for residents and $95 for non-residents if registered on or before March 17. The cost
of registration after March 17 is $125 for both residents and non-residents. Any registrations after March 17 will
not have their last name on the back of their shirt. Registration closes at 4:30 pm on April 21.

REFUNDS

Full refunds will be given if requested by 4:30 pm on March 17. Any refunds requested after March 17 will
receive 50% refund if uniforms are not yet ordered. No refunds will be issued once uniforms have been ordered
unless the participant is withdrawing for a medical issue. If a refund is being requested for a medical reason, a
doctor’s note will be required, and the participant will be refunded everything except the cost of the uniform.

Registration can be completed online at www.villageofhartland.wi.gov or by completing the registration and
emergency forms attached in this packet. Completed forms can be placed in a drop box, mailed, or handed in at
Village Hall. Online and in-person registration opens at 7:30 am on January 10.

Scroll down to find T-Ball Monday/Wednesday or T-Ball Tuesday/Thursday.

SCHEDULE & LOCATION

The schedule will be posted on the Village website on April 28. Practices will be held May 22-June 1. Games will
run June 5-July 13, and an All Star game will be held on July 15. No games will be scheduled on July 3 or July 4.
Practices and games will start at 5:30 pm or 6:35 pm and will rotate between the Hartland t-ball diamonds at
Hartbrook Park, Joliet Park, or Nixon Park. See the attached map for reference. Teams will play once or twice
a week depending on the rotating schedule and number of teams playing this season. Coaches may schedule
practices if their team is not scheduled to play a game and if the t-ball diamond is available for reservation.
Individual and team photos are tentatively scheduled for June 19-20, 26-27 at Nixon Park. Additional details on
the photoshoot and the All Star game will be communicated via email.

RAINOUTS & MAKEUPS

Hartland Rec will reschedule two rainouts per team. Additional rainouts will not be made up. The Rec
Department may decide to cancel a practice or game due to weather or field conditions. Cancellations will be
decided by 4:00 pm and participants will be notified by email. Cancellations will also be posted on the Hartland
Recreation Department’s Facebook page. After 4:00 pm, coaches may decide to cancel games and practices.
Coaches will be responsible for notifying the team if they decide to cancel.

COMMUNICATION

Email communication will be used to share details on any changes, rain outs, or makeup dates.

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED

We rely on volunteers to coach the T-ball program. Volunteers and coaches receive a hat and team shirt. If you
would like to volunteer, please contact Sara at sarar@villageofhartland.wi.gov.

COACHES MEETING

A coaches meeting will be held on May 18 at 6 pm in the Village Board Room. Coaches will receive the league
rules along with their team rosters, equipment, team uniforms, and any other supplies needed for the season.

TEAM UNIFORM

Every participant will receive a t-shirt with their team name, their last name, and a number on the back.
Numbers will be randomly assigned. Available shirt sizes include youth extra small (XS), youth small (S), youth
medium (M), and youth large (L). If your child requires a size not listed, please indicate that on the registration
form. The shirt size you order is the one your child will receive. If it is not the correct size, but not an error by the
supplier or the Village, you will be charged $25 for a new shirt that is the correct size.

END OF SEASON AWARDS
The End of Season Awards Ceremony will be held on July 18 at 6 pm at the Fine Arts Center in Nixon Park. T-ball

players will receive a participation trophy plus a complimentary hot dog, chips and a drink from the Lake Country
Beer Garden. Additional hot dogs will be available for purchase for family members.

Group tickets will be available for purchase for participants and their families to attend the Lake Country Dock-
hounds baseball game on Sunday, July 23 at 1:35 pm at Wisconsin Brewing Company Stadium in Oconomowoc.
